(1) Symbols, words and living examples 
– Preparing the next generation.

Are we consciously seeking to “pass on” ?

(2) Cities of Refuge (20:1-3, 9) 
– Prepared because accidents do happen.

We have good reason to look at the future with optimism, but should do so also with realism. Unexpected nasty things can happen! Rather than denying the possibility, the Lord lays provision for the eventuality.

Do your plans assume nothing can go wrong? Do you need to be more realistic?
(3) Cities for the Levites – Supporting workers.

Do we need some full-time and part-time Christian workers? De we need to recognize giftedness? Can we make room for such men and women in our local assemblies?

(4) Possessing the Land (23:7-11) 

– Generally at peace, always alert.

Due to fear, tiredness and laziness, the Promised Land was never completely conquered. There remained always pockets of gentiles among them.

Is there some sin, wrong thought pattern, or unhealthy habit that you have grown to accept and tolerate in your life? Are you aware of something that needs “clearing up” in your life/family/assembly?

(5) The altar of the Eastern tribes (22:10-12, 16, 24-26)

– Judging others.

(1) Should we judge other Christians? 

(2) Does God hold us responsible for the sins of others? (Collective responsibility)
For what does the Lord consider you responsible? Are you judging wisely in this area?
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
