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Book of Joshua:
· It is the bridge – between Exodus and living in the promised Land (like Acts)

· It contains a turning point – fulfilling past promises (1-12) and turning a new page in the history of Israel (13-24).
The man Joshua:

· A strong and daring spy (Num 13,14),  warrior (Ex 17:9-10) and national leader – an action man.
· A spiritual, Godly and reflective man (Ex 33:11) – spent time alone with the Lord in the Tent. Followed the Lord ‘wholeheartedly’ (Num 32:12, Josh 24:15).
The name Joshua:
Joshua (Hebrew)=Jesus(Greek)= ‘Yahweh is salvation’
